1. All acts heretofore duly and properly taken for the formation of the above Barracks are recognized and confirmed by the National Board of Administration.

2. The above named Barracks shall uphold the declared principles of The Veterans of World War I of the United States of America and shall conform to and abide by the regulations and decisions of the Department Organization and of the National Board of Administration, or other duly constituted national governing body of The Veterans of World War I of the United States of America.

3. This charter is subject to revocation by the National Board of Administration on the recommendation of the Department Organization, or by such authority that may hereafter be established by the National Convention.
